
The solitary giant resin bee (Megachile 
sculpturalis), introduced from Asia, was first 
reported in North Carolina in 1994. It pollinates 
invasive species like butterfly bush, golden 
raintree, kudzu, and purple loosestrife. The 
female builds its nest in existing cavities using 
tree sap and resin.
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
